 Pray for Harry and Faith as they serve faithfully in Cambodia.  Pray for strength and wisdom as 
they train and disciple emerging Christian leaders.  May the Lord continue to use them 
powerfully to build up His church and advance His kingdom. 

 Pray for the Ooi family as they return to Melbourne for Home Assignment from mid-June to end 
of August.
